Golden Disc: Hammered 14kt gold discs balance
gently on their 14kt gold chains. Included is a simple
circle suspended by fine 14kt double gold chains; triple
graduated circles dangling from a 14kt gold rope chain
with a matching bracelet; and 14kt gold hammered circle
earrings gently dropping from a delicate gold chain.

Silver Disc on Gold: Influenced by the Golden Disc design,

this necklace and earring collection features hammered
sterling discs floating on a 14kt gold chain with matching
earrings.
